10. Participate honestly and sincerely: share your opinions, listen to others, and
collaborate to find effective solutions.

11. Help maintain a friendly and positive environment: Contribute to a
respectful, welcoming atmosphere and maintain good relationships with
fellow participants.

12. Maintain cleanliness: Please help keep the venue clean and tidy.

13. Be responsible on social media: Refrain from sharing misinformation, false
information, or disinformation on social media platforms.
